Our School Tour Program is located
at our Yarraville warehouse:

You'll find our warehouse nestled within an industrial
complex between Clamms Seafood and Murray
Coaches. Just enter the complex at the intersection of
Somerville Road and Whitehall Street, and you'll be on
your way to an exciting tour!
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Good news! There's free all-day parking onsite. If
you can't find a spot, don't worry — most of the
surrounding side streets have all-day parking too.
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If you're catching public transport, our
warehouse is just a 15-minute walk from the
Seddon or Yarraville train stations. It's a nice
little stroll to get you ready for the fun ahead.

Our
School Tour program is designed to be single
level, step-free, and accessibility friendly. Plus,
our warehouse has accessibility toilets on the
ground floor to ensure everyone feels
comfortable and included.

Arrival

Please enter through our ‘Volunteer’ entry, located
next to the picnic tables out the front of the
warehouse. Look for the signage to guide you.

When you arrive, we'll
need you to sign into our
warehouse and confirm
the attendance of all
students and adults

attending onsite.

Please arrive at 1Tam. Your tour will run between
60-90 minutes. Running times are
approximate and subject to change, so
be ready for a flexible and fun experience!

What to wear

We recommend that all school staff, adults, and
students wear enclosed shoes for safety. Don't
worry, we'll provide you with a Hi-Viz vest when
you arrive — you'll look great in it!
